nearly all of the special events between now
and next June 30, was made by me. I felt that
I had no choice in this matter due to the Council
reducing the Special Events budget by
$40,000, which really only leaves enough
money for the annual fireworks display.

I do not want to alarm you that the Town
has any fiscal problems that led to the budget
cut imposed by the Town Council.  The recent
audit for the fiscal year just ended reveals that
the Town’s General Fund is carrying over rev-
enues in excess of expenses by $1.1 million.
This, added to the Town’s previous reserves,
gives the Town a total reserve of $7.4 million.
We are in very, very sound financial shape.

I am hopeful that the Council will arrive at
an alternative solution and consider reinstating
this funding.  If that should happen, we will be
able to put “Light Up the Town,” “Brightest
Beacon on the Bay,” and the Easter Festival
back on our calendar. Feel free to reach out to
the Town Council at any time.

VANDALISM
Recently, our Town has been the victim of

serious vandalism on the Railway Trail. Many

of the signs identifying the flora of the marsh
were pulled up and discarded, as was one of
the large interpretive signs on the boardwalk
itself.  If you see something suspicious on the
trail, please notify the Sheriff’s Department by
calling 911. Thank you for your vigilance.

COME TO COUNCIL MEETINGS
Our Town Council Meetings are lightly at-

tended, and as you have already heard and
read earlier in my letter regarding event can-
cellations, important issues are deliberated at
these meetings that concerned citizens should
take the time to come to, voice their opinions,
and stay informed. I urge you to participate.
Meetings are the third Thursday of each
month at 7:00 p.m. I hope to see you there!

CBOCS ON THE LAND ...
The Mosquito Repellent Gardens lo-

cated on the trail near Bayview Hills
have been a great success. After con-
struction and planting in April, the spec-
imens have grown all summer. Many
trail walkers have stopped by and picked
up a brochure describing the plants that
they can put in their own yards to ward

off those pesky
mosquitos. Some
of the plants are
even useful for eat-
ing and adding fla-
vor to various dishes. During the
summer, the marigolds started to disap-
pear. Speculation was rabbits or deer.
Melanie Crowder was watering one day

and spotted the culprit.  It was a rabbit
who we named “Merrigold.” 

Councilman Bob Carpenter donated
a beautiful bench in memory of Pat Car-
penter for residents to sit on and enjoy
the beauty of the gardens. 

A Pollinator Garden to attract butter-
flies, hummingbirds and bees is planned
for the spring of 2016. It will be located
near the existing Mosquito Repellent Gar-
dens. This part of the CBOCS effort is to
help save the Monarch butterflies. 

CBOCS IN THE AIR ...
The ospreys came back for a second

year and had a family. The Purple Mar-
tins inhabited the new house near the Y
Bridge. The latest CBOCS “in the air”
project was to erect two bat houses along
the trail. When they are occupied, we ex-

pect that the mos-
quito population
will be reduced.
We encourage any
member or resi-
dent that is willing to build additional
bat boxes to make this a winter project.
We will put them up in the spring. 

CBOCS IN THE SEA ...
CBOCS completed the deployment

of their 4th group of mature oyster spat
to the Old Rock Reef in late August.  We
found that a stunning 76.5% of our spat
survived their first year in Fishing Creek.
This is well above
the state average.
The 5th group of
110,000 oyster spat
was placed in cages

under Fishing Creek and along piers on
the Chesapeake Bay in early September.
Many CBOCS members and the Town
Public Works staff contributed to these
successful events. 

AND ... CBOCS IN THE CLASSROOM
CBOCS will again partner this fall

with CHESPAX and the Calvert County
Natural Resources Division for 5th grade
student field trips. From September,
through November, students from nine
elementary schools in Calvert County
will spend the day interacting with oys-
ters.  This is the hands-on portion of a
program “Oysters of the Chesapeake
Bay” developed by CHESPAX and taught
in classrooms using SMART Board tech-
nology. Environmental education in the
Calvert County schools is a successful K-
12 program, and CBOCS is proud to be
a small part of it. 

CBOCS IN 2016
Looking forward to next year, we

have several more interesting projects
planned.  For a list of all CBOCS activi-
ties, go to the Chesapeake Beach Town
website (www.chesapeake-beach.md.us)
and click on oyster cultivation.

Calvert County Alert, a notification
system that advises residents of emer-
gency-related information via cell
phones, landline telephones and e-mail,
now includes the Town of Chesapeake
Beach.  In January, the Calvert County
Commissioners voted unanimously to
sign an agreement between county gov-
ernment and the municipality allowing
the town to utilize the mass notification
system.  Residents are automatically
signed up if they are listed in the white
or yellow pages.  Most cell phones are
not listed in those pages, so if you would
like to receive alerts specific to your lo-
cation (even down to communities and
even street addresses) you must go on-
line and register.  Here is the link:

807736721595#/login  We are in the
process of creating “shapes” which are
specific communities where we might
want to blast an alert.  For example,
should we need to flush water lines in
Richfield Station, we would send an alert
specific to that neighborhood only; those
not affected would not be notified.

Sign up is an easy process, and there
are many options to help pinpoint ex-
actly what types of alerts you would like
to receive.  Alert choices include volun-
teer, special needs, special business

needs, community alerts and weather
and hazard alerts.  Within those choices,
one can become even more specific.  For
example, under weather and hazards,
there are six choices including flood, ma-
rine, winter, non-precipitation, tropical
and severe.  Then you may choose
specifics under those categories.  An-
other great feature is the ability to
choose the times of day that you do not
want to receive alerts.  This is nice for
those who always have their phone on,
but don’t want to be awakened with alert
notifications.

There is also a new
“app” available to
download called 
“Prepare Me Calvert”
for iOS (Apple) and An-
droid devices for free
through the Apple App
Store or the Google
Play market.  The “Pre-
pare Me Calvert” mo-
bile app is a must-have
app for emergency pre-
paredness and informa-
tion. It puts critical,
real-time information
at users’ fingertips in the unlikely event
of a regional emergency and helps resi-
dents stay prepared.  Within the “app”
there is a button where one can sign up
for the Calvert Alerts.

Many of us have families living in
other areas of the country.  If you would
like to stay on top of weather alerts where
your families live, take a minute to add
their location to your alert system.  You
can add as many locations as you would
like under your profile or different family
members might choose to set up another
profile using their cell number.  This
might be the preferred method, since
then you could drill down to just receiv-
ing “extreme” weather alerts for your
out-of-town family members.

We are excited about making the
Everbridge Mass Notification System an
integral  part of communications in the
Chesapeake Beach community.  Over the
next several months, we will utilize it
more and more. Don’t miss out; sign up
today! �Continued, see Stay Alert, page 11.

Our first success came from within
our Aquatics Team. We presented two
Safety Awards to two of our lifeguards at
the July Town Council Meeting.  Katelan
Bishop of Chesapeake Beach, received The
Golden Guard Award from Jeff Ellis & As-
sociates. According to the auditor, when he
made his individual lifeguard observations,
Katelan not only EXCEEDED the Compre-
hensive Aquatic Risk Management Proto-
col, but she epitomized the Perfect
Lifeguard. He told us that she maintained
professional excellence, pristine attentive-
ness to the Zone of Protection, and excep-
tional performance. The Chesapeake Beach
Water Park is one of 600 clients that are
consulted and audited on a regular basis by
Ellis & Associates, an International Aquat-
ics Safety and Risk Management group.

The
facility has reopened, and Southern Maryland Recycling is again able to haul our recyclables to that
location. We will continue to pursue alternative facilities that will be willing to accept our recyclables
should an emergency such as this fire occur in the future. We thank you for the patience,
understanding and concern that you have shown during this time.

We are now following the fall/winter schedule for trash and recycling.  Trash is picked up once a
week and recyclables are picked up every other week. Following is the schedule for the remainder of
the year.
