Introduce Charter Amendment Resolution, CAR-11-1, a resolution of the
Town Council of Chesapeake Beach, Maryland, amending the Town
Charter to add Sec. C-302A “Council Salaries”, and Sec. C-404,
“Mayor’s Salary”, to provide that the Council members and Mayor shall
receive an annual salary to be set by Ordinance from time to time, A
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public hearing will be held at 7:50 p.m. prior to the next
regularly scheduled meeting.

Vote on Resolution R-11-2, a resolution of the Town Council of
Chesapeake Beach, granting a non-exclusive license to Lawrence and
Margaret Pratt in, over and across a portion of the 15" Street

right of way, for purpese of maintaining and repairing and using a
certain wooden staircase, subject to the rights and conditions set forth in
an approved license agreement. Dr. Beaudin inquired as to the
ramifications if the property should be sold.
